Teachers are able to use this tool to 

view real time data on student/class/grade level progress thus enabling them to 

identify deficiencies and plan further instruction.  We are asking parents to encour-

age their child to use their access code to take advantage of this educational tool.

If you are 

willing to serve as a proctor during this time, you must register as a volunteer 

through the WCPSS volunteer system in the Media Center.  Your assistance in this 

effort will be greatly appreciated.
